72 Poplar Street (studios, one- and two-bedrooms ), a building that once housed the 84th police precinct and that we’ve envisioned as a 39-unit building of studios to two-beds, is finally, officially, being offered. Alas, public records indicate the sale price to be $2,300,000, or $347 per square foot, for something less than a shell - there is nothing behind the front facade.
